6. Describe how patterns of trade continue to favor core countries.  What effect does supply, demand, competition, technologic sophistication, labor intensive manufacturing, and regulations have in influencing favorability.  USE SPECIFIC EXAMPLES!

7. Explain the need and the impact of the development of foreign investment, loans, and international banking globally.  Describe the benefits and drawbacks of these developments.
